About 40 Veterans living at the Heinz Division of VAPHS are expected to participate in the AbilityOne & Veterans: A Partnership That Works event to be held on Wednesday, July 29, 2009. 
The event offers the opportunity to foster a long-term relationship between VA and the AbilityOne Program. Goodwill Commercial Services and Easter Seals of Greater Western Pennsylvania are expected to participate in the outreach effort. Both agencies will have vocational counselors there to talk about job opportunities and services, and also share their perspective about trends for employment in the Pittsburgh area. Veterans often face challenges looking for work due to a lack of available jobs where they live and explaining how skills acquired in the military can be transferred to the civilian world via resumes and interviews.
