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VETERANS INVITED TO CHECK OUT VA AND ENROLL
Open House Event Will Reach Out To Veterans, Help Them Enroll, Provide Flu Shots
PITTSBURGH – November 13, 2009 – VA Pittsburgh Healthcare System (VAPHS) and Valor Healthcare will co-host a VA Primary Care Center Open House in Greensburg tomorrow. The event will be held from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. at 5274 Rte. 30 East, Unit 10 in Greensburg.
More than 5,000 letters were mailed to Greensburg-area Veterans who are not currently enrolled in VA but may be eligible for health care. More than one hundred Veterans have already confirmed their attendance for tomorrow.

In just half an hour, Veterans will have the opportunity to tour this VA health care facility close to their home and meet the staff. VAPHS staff will help Veterans fill out the enrollment paperwork and answer eligibility questions.
Staff will also discuss the services that are available at this VA community-based outpatient clinic, including preventative care, pharmacy, personalized care for women and returning Veterans, compensation, pension, burial benefits, the GI Bill, and VA home loans. In addition, Veterans with appropriate identification (such as a DD214 or military ID) will be able to receive a flu shot.
The goal of community-based outpatient clinics is to bring quality health care closer to home. These clinics currently provide general medical care, physical exams, and laboratory, radiology, dietary and podiatry services. However, VAPHS is working to expand available mental health and other specialty services at its clinics, already adding teleretinal imaging services.
