Female Sexual Function Inventory (FSFI) and Tentative Diagnosis

Clinical Indicator for Referral

A score less than 26.55 (out of a possible 36 points) is classified as significant sexual dysfunction. Levels of severities have yet to be established. For women with sexual dysfunction based on the quarterly assessment of the FSFI score < 26, a recommendation will be made for the renal provider to refer the patient for gynecologic evaluation. Recommendations will only be made if the patient reports an interest in learning about possible causes and possible treatment options. Due to the patient burden for completing the FSFI, and the limited treatment options, we have elected to have the patient complete the FSFI survey quarterly and on the other months the patient will self report if they believe they are experiencing sexual difficulty using a study designed short form.
